7.5
A program that has high temporal locality but low spatial locality for code means 


tight loops with lots of reuse, and lots of jumps within those loops.

7.9
There are 4K entries and each entry needs 128 (data) + 16 (tag) + 1 (valid) = 145


bits.  This is 4096*145 = 593, 920 bits or 74, 270 bytes.

7.13
The shortest reference string would have 4 misses for C1 and 3 misses for C2


which leads to 32 versus 33 misses.  A reference string of 0, 4, 8, 9 will do this.
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Final state has many different looks since fully associative.  All the reference blocks should appear since none have to be replaced since the cache is large enough.
